MAP 
During the first few weeks of 
school, the teachers assessed 
the levels of their students in the 
areas of Math and Reading.  One 
of the assessment tools that they 
used is the Measure 
of Academic 
Progress (MAP). The 
students completed these 
assessments on-line. The data 
from these assessments gives 
the teachers accurate information 
about each of their students and 
guides their lesson planning and 
classroom instruction.  The 
students will take the MAP tests 
again in January and in May. 
 

ISAT  
Students in Grades 3-5 take the 
ISAT tests each March.  The 
results of the ISAT allow the 
Illinois State Board of Education 
to monitor academic progress of 

each school and 
determine if a 
school makes 

Adequate Yearly 
Progress (AYP). We are pleased 
to report that Westdale did make 
AYP this year. Individual student 
reports will be sent home later 
this month.  Congratulations to 
the parents, students, and 
teachers for making Westdale 
such a wonderful learning 
environment. 

Preschool 
Westdale is still hosting 
the Mannheim District 83 
Preschool Program.  It is 
available to all children (3-5 
years) who live within Mannheim 
District 83 boundaries.
